Results 2010: 
 

I am thrilled with the further improvement of results this year: i.e. 59% five higher grades and 49% 

including English and Maths.  This represents an 11% increase on 2009 and, once again and for the 

third time in three years, these are the best results since GCSEs were introduced in 1985.  Hearty 

congratulations to the students and huge thanks to staff, the Senior Leadership Team and you as 

parents/carers. 

 

Targets:  This year we aspire to 70% five higher grades and 55% including English and Maths – these 

are incredibly demanding targets but we are determined to succeed.
